•	Fees listed are weekly rates. Rates are derived from a total 	
	 charge divided equally over ten months (August through May). 
	 The number of days you attend each week may vary based on 
	 the month, secular and/or Jewish holidays, and inclement 
	 weather. Families are required to pay full tuition regardless of 
	 the number of days actually attended. For your convenience, your 
	 account will be charged the same amount each month. 

•	Electronic funds transfer from a checking account or an 
	 automatic charge to a MasterCard, Visa, Discover or American 
	 Express deduction system must be utilized.

•	The Club bills on the 15th of the month before the provided 		
	 services (ex. September fees are charged on August 15).

Daily activities!
Our staff will escort your child between Willow Brook and the J. 
Pattonville provides transportation to the J for Remington students. 
The morning program runs from 6:30 - 8:30am. The afternoon 
program runs from dismissal until 6:00pm. 

Snack – A kosher, nut-free snack is provided every afternoon.

Extra-Curricular Programming – 
We offer a choice of special activities each afternoon, including: 
•	 Swimming - Kids love indoor free swim, complete with two 

slides, fountains, interactive play elements and zero depth entry.
•	 Fitness - A certified personal trainer leads a specialized youth 

fitness class.
•	 Cooking - Club staff teach the children how to use kitchen 

appliances and compute and measure quantities as they cook 
and enjoy delicious treats. 

•	 Science - Participants enjoy spectacular demonstrations, hands-
on activities and real world discussions to make learning about 
science fun and interactive.

•	 Sports - Our facilities include full regulation basketball courts, 
racquetball courts, dance studios and a soccer field. It is perfect 
for sports and games such as hockey, kickball, basketball, 
soccer, gaga, pillow polo and more.

•	 Art - In addition to everyday art options, (ex. coloring, fuse-
beads, string, stamps, etc.) Club staff lead formal art activities 
with more specialized instruction and supplies.

•	 Older Kids Club - The ‘OK Club’ is exclusively for 4th and 5th 
graders with an emphasis on community service and leadership 
development. Meetings take place several times per month 
during regular afternoon Club, at no additional charge. Sample 
projects include gardening in the Community Garden, planning 
and running programs for younger Club participants, visiting 
seniors at Covenant Place, teambuilding and more.
